 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Changing Your Situation
Both temporal and eternal situations are identified in the word of God (2 Corinthians 4:18). The earthly things which are seen are temporal; but the heavenly things which are not seen are eternal. The problems you encounter are temporal. Temporal means temporary or subject to change. You can change any temporary or any problematic situation. 

Any situation can be changed by these three elements: knowledge, love and speaking the truth.

Knowledge: God’s people perish without knowledge (Hosea 4:6). They perish because they do not know God’s word and how to apply it to their situation. God can be trusted to always provide a way out of your trial or situation (1 Corinthians 10:13). Knowledge of God’s way out of the situation is found in his word and by the Holy Spirit.
Love: As a believer, you are admonished to walk in love towards all people. Love your neighbor and love your enemies (Matthew 5:43-44). Love those who helped cause you to be in a difficult situation. A person’s faith becomes effective or works by love (Galatians 5:7).

Speaking the truth: Once you have knowledge about changing a situation and walk in love towards all people, you can begin to speak more effectively in accordance with God’s will. You can begin to speak of those things which be not as though they were (Romans 4:17). When your words are filled with faith and love they are strategic words, which will hit the mark and change the situation.

You have to know, love and speak in order to change your situation. If any one of these three elements is missing, your situation will not change in the desired way. Any approach of the flesh will fail, but God’s ways are effective.

The role of the Holy Spirit in changing your situation is critical in accurately identifying these three elements. He is called the Spirit of Knowledge (Isaiah 11:2). He searches the deep things of God which are needed for your situation (1 Corinthians 2:10). He shows you the knowledge you need for changing your situation. The Holy Spirit pours the love of God into your heart (Romans 5:5).

The Holy Spirit hits the mark every time. He is focused on where to lead you and what you need to do. Spend time with the Holy Spirit to receive instructions from Him on changing your situation. He will give you the specific knowledge needed to change the situation. He will give you the love of God that will cause you to love all people unconditionally. Then He will tell you what to say about your situation. His words will be effective. 

Jesus only spoke the Father’s words which were made known by the Holy Spirit (John 8:38). Then His words would heal the sick, raise the dead, and calm the storms. You can speak with authority just like Jesus did to change your situation.
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
