God’s wisdom is the truth, and it has purpose for you. When His purpose is revealed to you, it becomes your vision. Vision is the revealed truth about oneself. Holding fast to your vision is integrity. Integrity and vision are closely related.

Job 4:6 (New American Standard Bible)

"Is not your fear of God your confidence and the integrity of your ways your hope?" 

Unfulfilled purpose curses God, but fulfilled purpose blesses God.

Job 2:9 (New American Standard Bible)

Then his [Job’s] wife said to him, "Do you still hold fast your integrity? Curse God and die!" 
When God’s purpose for a person is fulfilled, it impacts heaven.

Integrity is an inward, powerful force. Integrity involves holding fast to the truth. 

Psalm 15:1-2 (New American Standard Bible)

1 O LORD, who may abide in Your tent? Who may dwell on Your holy hill? 

2 He who walks with integrity, and works righteousness, and speaks truth in his heart. 

Benefits of integrity include fulfilling purpose on earth and being not easily deceived. A person who is holding fast to the truth will not believe a lie. 

2 Thessalonians 2:10-11 (New American Standard Bible)

10 And with all the deception of wickedness for those who perish, because they did not receive the love of the truth so as to be saved. 

11 For this reason God will send upon them a deluding influence so that they will believe what is false. 
If a person begins to speak contrary to the word of God or his behavior becomes contrary to the word of God, he has lost his integrity. Not having bad thoughts or not doing the wrong thing is a form of integrity that is under the law. This is not the highest form of integrity. The highest form of integrity involves holding fast to the vision as revealed by the Holy Spirit in order to fulfill purpose.
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
