 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Renewing Your Mind
Original purpose of the mind: God created the mind of man so that he could know Him, His will, His ways and His works. You must first receive His word and then it will open your mind. Only when you believe can you understand. God makes us know the ways of life (Acts 2:28).

In the Garden of Eden, God told Adam to be fruitful, to multiply and have dominion (Genesis 1:28). However, the emergence of man and his thinking in the garden rebelled against God’s will and resulted in corruption and death. When Jesus came on the scene, he brought back to the earth the will of the Father, and in the garden he submitted to the Father’s will (Luke 22:42). 

God’s plan has always been for His will to be made manifest in the earth. You are to be spiritually minded, not carnally minded or worldly minded, so that you can know His will and His ways (Romans 8:6).

Problems with the carnal mind: Carnal or immature people will not receive correction. The carnal mind is not subject to the Lord, neither can it be (Romans 8:7). Broad is the way that leads to destruction, so many find it (Matthew 7:13). The carnal mind can only find the broad way to destruction. Narrow is the way that leads to life, so few find it (Matthew 7:14). It takes the guidance of the Holy Spirit leading the spiritual mind to find this narrow way leading to life. The Lord has not called you to look at the visible but at the invisible (2 Corinthians 4:18). The broad way to destruction is visible, but the narrow way to life is invisible. Abraham looked for an invisible city whose builder and maker was God (Hebrews 11:10). Abraham saw Jesus’ day and rejoiced in it (John 8:56). Like Abraham, you are to look for the invisible things of God.

Many of God’s people have crowded minds, because they are listening to many voices. The voices of the enemy, the world and the flesh are often so loud as to cover over the gentle, small voice of the Holy Spirit. As the people listen to these various voices, they do not know which way to move and are thereby paralyzed. God is wanting His people to make up their minds and not to halt between two opinions (1 Kings 18:21). Are they going to follow the Lord to a higher level or follow the path that leads to destruction?

Deception brings bondage, but the truth brings freedom (John 8:32). Only the love of the truth prevents deception (2 Thessalonians 2:10). There is a way that seems right to man, but the end is death (Proverbs 14:12 and 16:25)

The confusion and division evident in the body of Christ over doctrines and traditions cannot be of God for He is not the author of confusion (1 Corinthians 14:33). The body of Christ has taken the Father’s word within the context of their thinking and perverted His will and His plan.

Solutions to the carnal mind: The word of God is like a pure stream of water. Carnality pollutes the pure water of the word. Jesus said, “Take heed what you hear and how you hear it” (Mark 4:24 and Luke 8:18). How you hear it means you are to hear with your spirit man, because the spirit man can discern God’s word. The anointing or unction of the Spirit is there not only to teach the believer but to protect the believer (1 John 2:20, 27).

As the Holy Spirit ministers to people even in the wasteland, He will bring a refreshing and joy to the land that will have the hearts leap and the weary mind to be at rest. As the Holy Spirit is poured out on the dry bones, they shall surely live. Be not weary in well doing for in due season you shall reap if you faint not in your mind (Galatians 6:9).

The battle is not yours but God’s (2 Chronicles 20:15).When you enter the battle, you are defeated. You must enter into His rest (Hebrews 4:3-11). You know that you have entered into His rest when the peace that passes all understanding girds up your heart and mind (Philippians 4:7).

Benefits of a spiritual mind: This is the season for freedom. The body of Christ will come into a freedom that it has not known before. It will be a season of great challenge. You must press into the kingdom. It is a time of girding up your minds with the truth. It is also a season of fulfillment. It is a time of drawing near unto the throne of God. It is a time of laying aside of every weight. It is a time of purification.

This is the season you will see that the Lord will do abundantly above what you can ask or think to meet every need that you have. However, your thinking must be the same as God’s thoughts.

In order to be one with Jesus, you must have a radical change in mind set. Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus. (Philippians 2:5)
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
